BYE-LAWS FOR C. A. B. INTER DISTRICT UNDER-19
(ONE DAY) TOURNAMENT : 2021-2022.

FIRST PHASE : (League)

The Tournament shall be called “C. A. B. Inter District Under-19 (One Day) Tournament”.

The Tournament shall be conducted in two Phases on League and Knock-out basis with the teams
under the group heads. In the Fitst Phase, the District Teams will be divided in Four Groups on
Ranking basis on the performances of the said Tournament in the year 2019-2020 and after the
completion of the First Phase which will be played on League basis, the Top Two Teams in each
group will be eligible to play on the Ranking basis in the 2*¢ Phase (Knock-out) matches to
determine the Champion and Runners-up in the Tournament.

Red SG TEST Ball, White Dress and White Sight Screen to be used in all the Matches of the

Tournament.

The Matches shall be played according to the relevant Administrative Rules along with the
General Bye-laws of the Association and Specific Bye-laws mentioned hereunder :

(c) Each Captain shall nominate 11 players plus a maximum of 4 players as substitute in writing to

the Umpires before the Toss’ in the Letter Head of the particular D.S.A.

(d) The Matches of the Tournament will start at 9-00 A.M.

In the First Phase, the fielding side shall bowl 50 Overs (6 balls in an over) to the opposing
side unless the innings is completed earlier within the period of 3 hours & 30 minutes.

Hou f Pla d duration of Intervals :

9-00AM. TO 1230PM. . (15T SESSION)
1230PM. TO  1-00 P.M. . (LUNCH)
1-00 P.M. TO 4-30PM .. (2D SESSION)

If scheduled number of overs is bowled earlier than the scheduled time, the innings shall not
continue further. Lunch for 30 minutes will take place and the next innings will start thereafter.

If the first innings is ended earlier than 30 minutes before lunch interval, the next innings will
resume after 10 minutes of interval between innings.

If any fielding side fails to bowl the scheduled number of overs in the scheduled time, the
fielding side shall be penalized as follows :-

)] 2 x Run rate of batting side (calculated at the end of the innings) x overs bowled short.
(i)  After calculation as above, fraction of a run to be ignored.
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(iii)  Fraction of an over bowled shall be treated as one over.

Such award of run shall be computed after the close of each innings as an EXTRA’

(i) If one of the competing teams turns up late, play may commence at any time between 9-00 a.m. and
9-30 a.m. and in that event, the defaulting side will bat for less than 50 overs at the rate of one over
for each full four minutes for the time they have lost in starting the match.

If both the competing sides turn up late, play may commence at any time between 9-00 a.m. and 9-30
am. and in that event, the umpires shall allot time equally to both the competing sides for batting
after deducting the lost time, unless the innings of the batting side is completed or declared closed
eatlier. If the fielding side fails to bowl the scheduled number of overs in the scheduled time, Rule 2
(f) will be applicable.

() No bowler shall bowl more than 10 overs in an innings in an uninterrupted match or not mote than
one-fifth of the total overs allowed in an interrupted match except that where the total overs is not
divisible by 5, an additional over shall be allowed to the minimum number of bowlers necessary to
make up the balance.

( WIDE BALL:
Judging Wide —

(a) Umpires are instructed to apply strict and consistent interpretation in regard to the Law in order
to prevent negative bowling wide of the stumps.

(b) Any offside or leg side delivery which, in the opinion of the Umpire does not give the batsman a
reasonable opportunity to score, shall be called and signaled “Wide”. As a guideline, a ball
landing clearly outside the leg stump and going further away, shall be called “Wide™.

@) If during the progress of the match, time is lost due to reasons beyond control of both the teams,
the umpires shall note the time so lost and allot time equally both the teams. In calculating the
duration of the innings, the lost time will be deducted equally from both sides and the number
of overs to be deducted accordingly which will be calculated at the rate of 4 minutes per over,

(m) The Lunch Interval shall be of 30 minutes’ duration in between the innings and two drinks interval
of 5 minutes shall be permitted after 1 hour 10 minutes of each session of play.

(n) THE RESULT:

() Matches shall be decided by runs scored in an innings. The team scoting more runs than of its
opponent shall be the Winner.

(i) In case, a match cannot be played to conclusion due to rain or bad weather / light after it has
commenced (minimum full 20 overs of each side), the team which has higher Run Rate shall be
declared Winner.

(i) If the team batting latet is deprived of playing at least full 20 overs or the match cannot be
started due to rain or bad weather, the points will be equally divided to both the teams.

(iv) If there is a Tie, the fate of the game shall be decided as follows :-
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(a) The team losing lesser number of wickets shall be the Winner.

(b) If both the teams have lost equal number of wickets, the points
will be equally divided to both the teams.

(v) Rate of Points for First Phase of League matches :-

(2) Win - L, - - .. 4 Points.
(b) When run and fall of wickets are equal .. 2 Points each.
(c) When either team not allotted full 20 overs .. 2 Points each.

(d) Match falling through without a ball being bowled .. 2 Points each.

Position of the team in the league table shall be determined on the basis of maximum point secured by
a team.

If, however, two or more teams secure equal points, their relative position in the table shall be
determined by Quotient. For the purpose of obtaining the Quotient, the following system shall be
adopted.

The batting average for a team shall be obtained by dividing the total number of runs scored by the
total number of wickets lost. The batting average against the team shall be obtained by dividing the
total runs scored against it by total wickets taken. The former shall be divided by the later and thus the
Quotient will be derived. The team with a higher quotient shall be placed above the Club having a
lower quotient.

If the Quotients are the same after obtaining the above process, the position in the table shall be
determined by drawing lotteries by the Tour, Fixtures & Technical Committee.

3. (a) A Team will be of 15 Players, 1 Manager 1 Coach.

(b) Each Team will have to submit before the game to the Observer/Match Referee a panel of 25
(twenty five) players for participation in the Tournament with father’s name and signature of the
players. No further inclusion afterwards will be accepted.

(6) The Eligibility of Players will be maintained on the basis of ‘SON OF SOIL’ and for address proof,
the attested copy of his Voter Identity Card (for minor players — Voter LD. Card of his
father/mother) or Aadhar Card (issuing date before two years) or Passport to be attached with full
signature of the concerned player. '

(d) Players Identity Cards (as per proforma sent by the C.A.B.) duly filled in and signed are required
for registration for participation in the Tournament, the Original to be submitted to the
Observer/Match Referee appointed by this Association at the staging centre before the
commencement of the Tournament.

For Online Registration of a panel of maximum 25 players must be uploaded in the
Association email : ‘cabdistrict@gmail.com’ OR ‘cab@bengalcricket.com’ within 27.04.2022
mentioning the name of players, father’s name, address and the date of birth along with their coloured
passport size photograph for their said participation. No further inclusion of players afterwards will be
accepted.
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
